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Resultat fran s6kningen

Upplysningstjanstens litteratursokning genererade totalt 261 artikelsammanfattningar
(abstrakt) efter dubblettkontroll. Tva projektledare pa SBU laste alla artikelsammanfattningar
och beddmde att 68 Gversikter kunde vara relevanta for fragan. Dessa artiklar lastes i fulltext
av tva projektledare, med fokus pa att bedéma om PECO och publikationstyp stamde. De
artiklar som inte var relevanta for fragan exkluderades. Exkluderade artiklar finns listade i
Bilaga 3.

Inkluderade oversikter

SBU:s upplysningstjanst identifierade 22 dversikter som vi bedémde kunde vara relevanta sett
till PECO och publikationstyp. Oversikterna finns listade i Bilaga 2. Observera att vi inte har
kvalitetsbedémt éversikterna med avseende pa risken for snedvridning (bias). Flera av
artiklarna i Bilaga 2 kan darfor utgoras av oversikter som vi skulle ha bedomt ha en hogre risk
for bias an vad vi normal inkluderar i svar fran Upplysningstjansten [2].
